<time. no time> trata de un didlogo intenso con el tiempo (percepcion del tiempo,
fendmenos temporales como la aceleracion/desaceleracion)y las posibilidades de
manipularlo en un contexto compositivo.

Diferentes variables de tiempo y saltos de tiempo (pasado y futuro) estan conectadas
entre si, reproduciéndose simultaneamente y dando como resultado un todo
compositivo.

La duracion de la pieza es de unos 45 minutos

<time. no time> es una obra multimedia de teatro instrumental para voz femenina
solista y 8 monocordos amplificados con diferentes micro afinaciones (interpretadas
por 8 percusionistas) cada una de ellas tocando cerca de las paredes de la sala
formando un circulo.

En el centro de la sala, un cantante actla dentro de una "jaula" con proyecciones de
video en sus 4 paredes (las paredes son gasas blancas semitransparentes). Su voz se
amplifica y transforma utilizando diferentes efectos digitales. El publico se sienta
formando circulos alrededor del cantante en diferentes filas.

Existe también una version sin video, con el publico en el centro:
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Los monocordos

Los monocordios utilizados en este proyecto son instrumentos amplificados que
consisten en una caja de resonancia con 25 cuerdas utilizando una microafinacion de
1/12 tonos. Estas cuerdas amplificadas también se transforman mediante efectos

digitales en vivo y se tocan utilizando diferentes técnicas y objetos como e-bows, largas
barras de metal, piezas de latex, etc.

Todos los instrumentos estan disefiados y construidos por el compositor, y lo ha
utilizado en obras recientes como Time. Cage. La pieza fue estrenada en 2021 por

Ensemble Mosaik con Enno Poppe como director y Roberto Magueda como percusion
solista:

Manuel Rodriguez-Valenzuela (*1980, Valencia, Spain). He
studied composition in the ESMUC (Barcelona), Sibelius
Academy (Helsinki) and in Aarhus (Denmark) and
attended several seminars and master classes in different
countries. He lives in Potsdam (Germany). He feels
comfortable in the diversity, alternating between
sometimes extremely different compositional technigues,
instrumental resources, objects and different medias. He
also enjoys organizing chaos into unexpected
combinations.

Lately he focuses on intertextuality, reinterpreting pieces
from the past, and also on a personal idea of honesty in
the process of composing. He's been granted to reside at
the “Kunstlerhaus-Schloss Wiepersdorf”, “Schlof3
Hundisburg”, “Kunstlerhaus Schreyahn” (Germany), Casa
Baldi, Casa Orfeo (Italy) and at the Visby Center for
Composers (Sweden). In 2011 he was awarded the
Tremplin Prize given by the Ensemble Intercontemporain.
In 2014 he won the Prize of the National Institute for
Performing Arts and Music of Spain. In 2018 was awarded
the Positano Project Prize given by the Ernst von Siemens
Music Foundation. In 2019 was awarded the BBVA
Leonardo Grant. He was guest composer during the

2019/2020 season at L “Auditori de Barcelona.

His music was performed by musicians as the Ensemble
Mosaik, Ascolta Ensemble, Ensemble Intercontemporain,
Klangforum Wien members, Avanti! Chamber Orchestra,
Orchestre National de Lorraine, Radio-Sinfonieorchester
Stuttgart des SWR, Barcelona Symphony Orchestra,
Vertixe Sonora Ensemble, Ensemble BCN 216,
CrossingLines Ensemble, etc.

The german singer and composer Almut Kiihne, born
1983 in Dresden, lives in Berlin and sings improvised
solo concerts, in duo/trio with jazz musicians like
Gebhard Ullmann, Anthony Coleman, Chris Dahlgren,
Johanna Borchert, Carl Ludwig Hubsch and Oliver
Potratz and in large ensembles like the swiss Bottom
Orchestra, Christophe Schweizers Rumi project, Stefan
Schultzes Large Ensemble and in contemporary music
theater productions.

Since 2019 she regularly performs with Novoflot, an
independent opera company based in Berlin.

With a keen interest she explores the connection of
visual art, music, movement, literature and science
together with dancers, actors and visual artists like
Helge Leiberg, Marianna Christofides and Niklaus
Troxler.

FRAMES Percussion, a percussion group focused on new music from
Barcelona, embodies the talent and commitment to music of its time.
Formed by a new generation of percussionists from Spain, the group was
born with the purpose of facing the most demanding programs in the
current repertoire, with careful preparation and the utmost respect for
new compositional languages.

The success of their first concert in 2014, with the performance of an
ambitious American post-minimalist music program, has led the group to
carry on incessant activity around this repertoire until the current season.
Linked since its beginnings to Joventuts Musicals de Catalunya and ESMuC,
the group has participated in the Sampler Series and Escenes series of
L'Auditori de Barcelona, OUT.SIDE Cycle, Mixtur Festival, Fundacion Juan
March, VANG MUsicas de Vanguardia, MUTEK BCN, Festival Riverrun and
ENSEMS International Festival of Contemporary Music of Valencia among
others.

FRAMES Percussion's repertoire includes some of the most iconic works of
music for percussion ensemble as well as collaborations and premieres of
works by composers such as Luis Codera Puzo, Nuria Giménez-Comas and
Sirah Martinez, Yukiko Watanabe, Cathy van Eck, Ruud Roelofsen and Pablo
Carrascosa. The group has also created shows such as 5.100 (m/s) with
Joan Catala or Out of the [CAGE], a staged concert of an educational
nature.

Upcoming projects include the release of its first recording under the Neu
Records label, the premier of a new show with Albert Quesada based on
TIMBER by Michael Gordon. - |
